Dear Colleagues,

We are pleased to announce our symposium themed RoGeMoPorTur lll: Time
Perception on Roman Mosaics (Zodiac, Seasons, etc.) to be held in Osmangazi / Bursa /
Turkiye between 3 — 5 April 2026.

One of the most decisive aspects of the cultural richness of the Western world is
undoubtedly the presence and interaction of different cultures. Contacts between people
from other cultures and regions have always existed, and a symbiosis between the existing
and the new has led to the emergence of new cultural expressions. Politics and trade,
territorial expansion, and the settlement of conquered lands were important factors in the
cultural and artistic exchange between the different regions of the Roman Empire. This
exchange is well represented in the numerous testimonies of our Hellenistic and Roman
heritage.

The RoGeMoPorTur project (Roman Geometric Mosaics in Portugal and Turkiye: A
Comparative Study) is essentially a pilot project for scientific collaboration in the field of
Roman mosaic studies between researchers from different disciplines such as archaeology,
art history, conservation, and restoration from Portugal and Tlrkiye. It aims to identify and
comparatively analyze the interaction of cultures reflected in Roman mosaics on the
territory of Portugal and Turkiye.

It aims to describe and comparatively analyze the interaction of cultures reflected in
the Roman mosaics on the territory of Portugal and Turkiye. It is also to explain, to the
extent possible, the cultural exchange and interaction between East and West, resulting
from the mobility of artisans, trade, and contacts between different parts of the Empire.

To this end, the RoGeMoPorTur project was initiated and the first colloquia were held in
Alter-do-Chao from July 1 to 3, 2016, and and the second in Lagos from February 28 to
March 2, 2025.



The third symposium of the RoGeMoPorTur project will be held in Bursa between 3
- 5 April 2026 upon the invitation of Osmangazi Municipality. The theme of the symposium
will be the perception of time in cultural interaction. The creation of the perception of
time on Roman mosaics with personified abstract concepts such as the Zodiac and the
seasons played a decisive role as a means of carrying the traces of Roman culture across a
vast geography where the Empire spread from North Africa to Portugal and Tiirkiye.

For this reason, time-themed mosaics from different regions of the Mediterranean
will be presented and discussed at the symposium. The symposium is open to anyone
interested in the perception of time on mosaics. The papers will be published in the Journal
of Mosaic Research in 2027.

3 - 5 Nisan 2026 tarihleri arasinda Osmangazi / Bursa / Turkiye’de diizenlenecek olan
RoGeMoPorTur lll: Roma Mozaikleri Uzerinde Zaman Algisi (Zodyak, Mevsimler vd.) temali
sempozyumumuzu sizlere duyurmaktan memnuniyet duyariz.

Bati diinyasinin kiltirel zenginliginin en belirleyici yonlerinden biri sliphesiz farkli
kiltlrlerin varligi ve karsilikh etkilesimidir. Farkh kiltirlerden ve boélgelerden insanlar
arasindaki temaslar her zaman var olmustur ve mevcut olanla yeni olan arasindaki bir ortak
yasam yeni kulltlrel ifadelerin ortaya ¢itkmasina neden olmustur. Siyaset ve ticaret, toprak
genislemesi ve fethedilen topraklarin iskani gibi faktdrler Roma imparatorlugu’nun farkli
bolgeleri arasindaki kiiltirel ve sanatsal alisveriste 6nem tagimaktadir. Bu alisveris, Helenistik
ve Roma mirasimizin sayisiz tanikhiginda iyi temsil edilmektedir

RoGeMoPorTur projesi (Portekiz ve Tirkiye’deki Roma Geometrik Mozaikleri:
Karsilastirmali Bir Calisma) esasen Portekiz ve Tirkiye’den arkeoloji, sanat tarihi,
konservasyon ve restorasyon gibi farkli disiplinlerde yer alan arastirmacilar arasinda Roma
mozaik ¢alismalari alaninda bilimsel is birligine yonelik bir pilot projedir. Amaci, Portekiz ve
Turkiye topraklarindaki Roma mozaiklerinde yansitilan kiltirlerin etkilesimini tanimlamak ve
karsilastirmali olarak analiz etmektir. Bununla birlikte mimkin oldugu olglide zanaatkarlarin
hareketliligi, ticaret ve imparatorlugun farkl bélgeleri arasindaki temaslardan kaynaklanan
Dogu ve Bati arasindaki kiltirel aligverisi ve etkilesimi tanimlamaktir. Bu amagla,
RoGeMoPorTur projesi baslatilmis olup Sempozyumlarlardan ilki 1 - 3 Temmuz 2016 tarihleri
arasinda Alter-do-Chao’da, digeri 28 Subat - 2 Mart 2025 tarihleri arasinda Lagos’da
dizenlenmistir.

RoGeMoPorTur projesinin liglincii Sempozyumu 3 — 5 Nisan 2026 tarihleri arasinda
Osmangazi Belediyesi’'nin daveti lizerine Bursa’da diizenlenecektir. Sempozyumun temasi,
kulturel etkilesimde zaman algisi olacaktir. Roma mozaikleri lizerinde Zodyak, mevsimler
gibi Kkisilestirilmis soyut kavramlar ile zaman algisinin olusturulmasi, Kuzey Afrika’dan
Portekiz ve Tiirkiye’yve kadar imparatorlugun yayildigi ¢ok genis bir cografyada Roma
kaltiiriiniin izlerini tasiyan bir arag olarak belirleyici rol oynamistir.



Bu nedenle, Akdeniz’in farkli bolgelerinden zaman temali mozaikler Sempozyumda
tanitilip, tartismaya agilacaktir. Sempozyum, mozaikler Gzerinde zaman algisi konusuyla
ilgilenen herkese acgiktir.
